The purpose of this memo is to invite you to a meeting about national trends in Mental Health Service Transformation and Georgia’s Peer Support Whole Health initiative.

Whole Health System Transformation 


Purpose: 
“People with serious mental illness served by our public mental health systems, die on average, 25 years earlier than the general population… largely due to preventable conditions.” (Morbidity & Mortality in People with Serious Mental Illness, NASMHPD, 2006).  This presents a serious public health problem for Georgians receiving publicly funded mental health services, and an opportunity for DMHDDAD to address this health disparity.  


In FY09, DMHDDAD, in partnership with the Mental Health Planning & Advisory Council, developed a Mental Health Block Grant goal to increase the availability of wellness services to mental health consumers.  To achieve this goal the Division partnered with the Georgia Mental Health Consumer Network (GMHCN) and the Appalachian Consulting Group to write a proposal to the National Association of State Mental Health Program Directors (NASMHPD) for a Transformation Transfer Initiative (TTI) award.  Recognized for its leadership in Peer Support services, DMHDDAD was awarded $221,000 for the Peer Support Whole Health Initiative. 


The purpose of this meeting is to discuss the Peer Support Whole Health Initiative and Georgia’s response to emerging national trends in integrated behavioral and general health care.

Directions from Braselton (approximately 45 minutes)

Take Interstate 85 north approximately 7 miles and then exit right onto US Highway 129 South. 

Stay on 129 South for approximately 24 miles.

At about the 24th mile you will go over a long bridge and the name of the street will change from Hwy 129 to Prince Avenue.

Continue about 1/2 mile after the bridge and at the next traffic light (there will be a Regions Bank on your right) turn left onto Loop 10.  

Exit at the third exit onto North Avenue (Exit 11-B) and turn right; you will come to a stop light. From the stop light, the Georgia Department of Labor is located exactly one half mile on your left.  The front entrance is located at the flag pole.

Directions from Savannah

Take Interstate 16 approximately 165 miles to Macon, Georgia.  

From Macon, take US Hwy 129 North for about 75 miles. Continue 5 miles past Watkinsville, Georgia and...
Turn right onto Loop 10 (headed north) and travel through the one traffic light on loop 10. Exit onto Old Hull Road (your next exit on the right) and then turn left at the stop sign. 

Go across the bridge and continue to the traffic light.  Turn left at the light; the Georgia Department of Labor is located exactly one half mile on your left.  The front entrance is located at the flag pole.

From the Hartsfield-Jackson Atlanta International Airport in Atlanta

From the Airport take I-85 North approximately 35 miles to GA 316 east. 

Exit onto GA 316 (exit ramp on the right) and continue on GA 316 for about 35 miles.  Do not exit on the US 78E Business Athens-Monroe exit. 

Continue on GA 316 for 4.5 additional miles to Loop 10 Inner.  (Home Depot will be within sight on the right.) Turn right onto Loop 10 Inner and travel through the one traffic light on loop 10.  
Exit onto Old Hull Road (your next exit on the right) and then turn left at the stop sign. Go across the bridge and continue straight to the traffic light.  Turn left at the light; the Georgia Department of Labor is located exactly one half mile on your left.  The front entrance is located at the flag pole. 
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
