Whole Health System Transformation 


Purpose: 
“People with serious mental illness served by our public mental health systems, die on average, 25 years earlier than the general population… largely due to preventable conditions.” (Morbidity & Mortality in People with Serious Mental Illness, NASMHPD, 2006).  This presents a serious public health problem for Georgians receiving publicly funded mental health services, and an opportunity for DMHDDAD to address this health disparity. 

In FY09, DMHDDAD, in partnership with the Mental Health Planning & Advisory Council, developed a Mental Health Block Grant goal to increase the availability of wellness services to mental health consumers.  To achieve this goal the Division partnered with the Georgia Mental Health Consumer Network (GMHCN) and the Appalachian Consulting Group to write a proposal to the National Association of State Mental Health Program Directors (NASMHPD) for a Transformation Transfer Initiative (TTI) award.  Recognized for its leadership in Peer Supports, DMHDDAD was awarded $221,000 for the Peer Support Whole Health Initiative. 

The purpose of this meeting is to discuss the Peer Support Whole Health Initiative and Georgia’s response to emerging national trends in integrated behavioral and general health care.

FROM I-16 EAST

Take I-16 East to I-516 East/Lynes Parkway (Exit 164 A)

From I-516 East, go approximately 4.3 miles to the 2nd light.  This will be White Bluff Road.  You will need to be in the far right lane to turn right onto White Bluff Road.  (Use caution -- this is a congested area.)

Go approximately 1.3 miles to the 3rd light and turn left at Eisenhower Drive.

Go approximately 2.2 miles through 6 lights to the entrance to Georgia Regional Hospital at Savannah (the entrance will be on the right side of the road).  

NOTE:  At Sallie Mood Drive and Eisenhower Drive, you will see the Guy Minick Youth Sports Complex on the right. After passing the Sports Complex, there will be a wooded area and then the hospital campus on the right.

Once on campus, parking is available in the main parking lot or on the perimeter road that goes around the campus.

The Assembly Room is in the Activity Therapy Building #8, a white building with brown roof.  

NOTE FOR HANDICAPPED PARKING:  Handicapped parking is available in the main parking lot.  From the main parking lot, use the sidewalk between Buildings #1 and #7 (at the flag pole) to go to Building #8.  Once you pass between Buildings #1 and #7, you will see Building #8 to your right.  Or, you may take the perimeter road around the campus.  Near Building #10, you will see a sign that says “Activity Therapy Building.” Follow the dirt road that goes through the trees to Building #8 and park on the grass at the entrance to Building #8.
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
