Hours:  9:30a.m. – 3:30 p.m.  (earlier information was 9-4, but they need to begin  with these adjusted times.)

Location:  In Jackson, on Franklin Street, in the parking area between the National Guard Armory and the Jackson High baseball field.
Referrals:  Patients should call the main SMC office in Atlanta to make an appointment.  404-688-1350  SMC also will accept walk-ins at the mobile unit in Butts County.
